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Abstract

The purpose of this research was to compare the assertive behavior of the
hill - tribe students before and after practice the asserti\_rg behavior by using group
activity. A random sampling technique was implementéd to one group, 12 each of
Matthayom Suksa 1 hill - tribe students in Wiangpapao Wittayakom School, Chiang Rai.
A group activity was used for practice the assertive behavior in speaking, action and
showing opinion in 10 activities program for 5 weeks administered by the investigator.
A set of questionnaire was used as the instrument for data collection. The obtained
data was analyzed by arithematic mean, standard deviation and t - test. The findings were
as follows :

After the students participated in the program, the assertive behavior was
higher than before the experiment made, significantly at the .05 level
