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Abstract

The purpose of this study was to investigate factors influencing mental health of

teachers at Educational Opportunity Expansion Schools under the Office of Li District

Primary Education, Lamphun Province. The population in this study consisted of 153 teachers

from nine schools. During the second semester in the 1998 academic year, the questionnaires were

distributed to all teachers. The collected data were analyzed wsing frequency, percentages,

arithmetic mean, and standard deviation. The results of the study indicated that all three factors,

i.e., the personal, the working, and the interrelation within the family and in the community,

hardly influenced mental health of teachers. When compared all three factors, it showed that the

most influencing factor was the personal factor followed by the working factor and the interrelation

within the family and in the community.
