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Abstract .

The purpose of this study was to examine problems and needs concerning
guidance services for students at Chiangmai School of Technology. The sample was
585 students at all levels of study during the second semester of the 1998 academic
year. The data were collected using a five level rating scale questionnaire and analyzed
using percentage, mean, and standard deviation.

Findings were as follow :

1. Students encountered educational, vocational, and personal and social
problems at the medium level. These problems included lack of educational and
demonstrative materials, lack of information about available jobs and lack of sufficient’
monthly support money to cover their expenses.

2. Regarding guidance services, students ranked all five services at high level.
These services included students demographic data collection, occupational information,
continuing education information, educational guidance, placement, and students
follow-up.

3. Based on these data, it is recommended that the school provide sufficient
instructional materials, information about placement, student housing for commuters,

private guidance service room, and qualified personnel.
