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Abstract

This independence study examined and identified people's participation in
reforming schools under the Office of Sameong District Primary Education. The population
consisted of 25 village leaders, 25 Buddhist monks, 25 school committee representatives
and 25 youths. The total population was 100 figures. Instrument utilized for data
collecting was a set of questionnaire. Statistics used in data analyzing consisted of
percentage, arithmetic means and standard deviation.

The results showed that:

The level of the participating condition of the people in reforming school and
educational institutes was found to be fair while the level of the participating needs of the
people was found to be high in certain aspects namely: school sites planning; school
sizes, the schools' standard criterias setting; the schools' master plans preparing; the
distribution of power regarding policy making and school administrating; setting up an

organization to monitor and evaluate schools’ works.



Problems and obstacles found in the participating condition of the people were
ranked high, fair and low in the areas of the people’s misunderstanding upon their roles
and functions regarding educational management; the relationship between the schools'’
personnel and communities, the relétionship between the schools’ administrators and the
Cormmunities respectively.

Suggestions listed for the schools: the people opined that the schools should
urged the communities to join in the schools” activities more; the schools and their
personnel should take part in the communities’ activities more.

Suggestions listed for the communities: the people opined that the communities
should understand and should take their roles in educational managing more; the

communities should voluntarily and gladly take part in the schools’ activities more.
