Abstract

The purpose of this study was to investigate the attitude toward dental profassion of
dental students, Chiang Mai University. The population of this study was 253 4 " year
dental students. Data was collected in second semester, academic year 1998 by using
self-constructed attitude test. The test comprised of 4 aspects: social value, professional
view point, practical view point, and a relation to co-workers, patients, and patients'
refatives. Data was analyzed by using descriptive statistics, t-test, and ANOVA. Means
were compared by using Least Significant Difference.

The results revealed that attitude towards dental profession of dental students in
each aspect was in fair level. There was no significantly difference in attitude between male
and female. Among each study level of dental students, there was significantly difference in
attitude in professional view point and practical view point (p-value < .001, < .05)
Differences were not found in attitude in social value, relation to co-workers, patients, and
patients’ relatives. Dental students reported that government sector especially the
community hospitals was their most favorable working place selection. The top 4 provinces
where they wanted to go to work were Chiang Mai, Nakom Sawan, and Chiang Rai as well

as Bangkok respectively. They preferred working in rural area to metropolitan.
