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Abstract

The aim of this research was to study the opinions of the school administraters and
guidance teachers in Educational Opportunity Expansion Schools under the Office
of Mae Ai District Primary Education, Chiang Mai Province on the needs of guidance
services, problems in implementation.

The population of the research were 22 school administrators and guidance
teachers in Basic Education Opportunity Expansion schools under the Office of Mae Ai
District Primary Education, Chiang Mai Provincial Primary Education, the academic year
of 2541. Data were collected by using questionnaires. There were 22 (100%) return
questionnaires. The researches analyzed the data through use of frequencies and
percentages. The result were presented by using tables and descriptions.

The findings of this research were as follows :

1.The school guidance services the administrators and guidance teachers judged
as most needed were : counseling service, placement service, information service,
individual inventory service and follow-up and evaluation service.

2.Concerning the guidance services the administrators and guidance teachers
perceived as most difficulties in implementation were the problems of : guidance
teachers’ roles , other teachers’ roles and administrators® roles on the school guidance

sevices.
