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Abstract

The purpose of this study was to examine factors conceming seif - satisfaction of ail
47 Maejo University instructors’ children. All of them were studying in Mathayom Suksa 3
during the second semester in the 1998 academic year. Questionnaires, included items
regarding demographic data, level of self - satisfaction, and open - ended comments. The
collected data were analyzed using percentage, mean, and Chi-Square test.

The findings were as follows :

1. The major'ity or 65.96% of the students were satisfied with themselves at medium
level followed by 27.66% at high and 6.38% at very high level. The overall mean was 2.40

2. When self - satisfaction level was compared using gender, the data showed that
there was a significant difference at .05 level.

3. When self - satisfaction level was cosmpared with school types, the data indicated
that there was no significant difference at .05 level .

4. After comparing children’s self - satisfaction with parents’ education area, the data

showed that there was a significant difference at .05 level.
