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Abstract

This study aimed at the problems and needs concerning guidance services of
Prathom Suksa 6 students in Suthep Primary School Cluster, Muang Chiang Mai District.
The sampling population Comprised-of 146 Prathom Suksa 6 students in Suthep Primary
School Cluster in second semester, 1998 academic year. The study tool was
questionnaires and the statistical.analysis applied included percentage, mean and standard

deviation. The study found that : -

1. The overall problems concerning guidance service were at middle level. The
problems of individual inventory service, placement service, counseling service, information
service. Follow-up service were found respectively.

2. The overall needs concerning guidance service were at the high level.

The needs of counseling service, information service, placement service, follow-up service

and individual service were required respectively.
