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Abstract

The purposes of this study were to investigate state of providing experiences and
rearing for first year kindergartners and to study problems and needs of the provision. The
population were 13 teachers of first year kindergariners under the Office of Phayao Province
Primary Education. The subjects were asked to answer the questionnaire and observed.
The collected data were analyzed through frequencies, percentages, means and standard
deviations and then were presented by tables and detailed description. The findings were as
follows:

1. The state of providing experiences and rearing for the first year kindergartners:

In providing experiences, the teachers participated in planning, scheduling and
organizing the learning activities themselves. Most teaching materials and medias were in
acceptable conditions but not equivalent as needed. The learning experiences and activities
were provided to improve ali 4 areas of development; physical, emotional, social and
cognitive as well. In addition, the observations in between the activities were implemented
as evaluation methods.

In rearing the kindergartners, they were trained for all aspects of development as
follow; regarding physical development, they were fostered self-care skilis in terms of safety
and healthiness; regarding cognitive development, the teachers model themselves as good

communicators in listening and speaking with others and regarding emotional and social



development, they were trained to perform appropriate manners, be responsible and capabie
in self-help skills.

In terms of professional development, the teachers shared their academic ideas
and experiences concerning the students’ behaviors with parents and their colleagues.
Regarding their personality and qualifications as good teachers, they were responsible,
considering, hospitable and kind. Concerning both indoor and outdoor envircnment, each
school was decorated with flowering plants and shady trees, safe playground and clean
classrooms were provided as well.

2. Regarding problems and needs in providing experiences and rearing for the first
year kindergartners, it was found that the budget was not enough and continuous supervision
was not provided. Therefore, more financial support and provision of trainings, seminars and
the continuing supervision concerning the organization of experiences and rearing to the

three-year children were particularly needed.
