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Abstract

The purposes of this research were to analysis of expressive behaviors
towards peers of ol;posite sex among upper sccondary school students based on
sex, types of school, schools, grade level, birth order, parents’ relationship and
child rearing practices. The sample consisted of 527 upper secondary school
students from four different school within Muang District in the second semester of
1998 academic year under the general education department in Muang District,
Udon Thani Province. The instrument used to collect the data was a questionnaire
and the analyzed statistics were reported using percentage, frequency, mean,
standard deviation, t-test, one way analysis of variance, and Scheffe test.

Research findings were summerized as follows:

1. Regarding the expressive béhaviors towards peers of opposite sex,
the data showed the following behaviors aspects: to have an appointment, to help
taking care of peers of opposite sex, to get attention from peers of opposite sex,
to meet by chance, and to be contradictory to be at the moderate Ievel, while to

touch to be at low level.



2. The results of comparison of expressive behaviors towards peers of
opposite sex. They were as follows:

2.1 The Girl School students reported the contradictory aspect of
behavior at a higher level than the co-educational School students, and were at .05
level of significance.

2.2 The Prajack Silapakarn School students reportd thé behavior
aspect of helping to take care of the opposite sex at a higher level than the Udon
Pittayanukul School students, and were at .05 level of significance. |

2.3 The Mathayom Suksa 6 students reported the behavior aspects of
touching, helping to take care of the opposite sex, getting attention from peers of
opposite sex, meeting by chance, and being contradictory at a higher level than the
Mathayom Suksa 4 students, and were at .01 level of significance.

2.4 Students from strict families reported the contradictory aspect of
behavior at a higher level than reasonably nurtured students, and were at .01 level

of significance.
