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Abstract

This research was aimed to investigate creative writing skills of Prathom Suksa §
students by using newspapers as instructional media for teaching of creative writing.

The sample was chosen through a cluster random sampling method. They were 35
students in one classroom of Banchiangdao School, Chiangdao Distriet, Chiang Mai Province
during the second semester of 1998 academic year. There were two research instruments. One
consisted of 12 lesson plans emphasized on using newspapers as instructional media for teaching
of creative writing, Each plan required 3 teaching periods, 20 minutes each. The other was a
creativity test containing 20 items. The computed Coefficient Alpha of Cronbach had reliability
value of .8993. The data were collecied by using the resulting scores of both a pre - test and a
post - test of creative writing. The data were analyzed by means of t; test,

It was found that the pre - test scores of creative writing of the students who were
taught by using newspapers as instructional media for teaching of creative writing were
significantly different from those of the post - test at the level of .01. This meant that the mean

scores of post-test were higher than those of the pre-test ; the students’ ability were developed.
