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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this study were to examine the state and needs for training of English
Teachers in Primary Schools, Muang District, Pichit Province. Subjects were 191 English teachers.
The gathering data tool was questionnaire, which was constructed by the researcher. Data were
treated using mean and percentage.

The results concluded that : ( 1 ) The most English Teachers had problems concerning
conversation ability and self - confidence in using English as teaching and learning activities. { 2 )
Speaking English as a communication was needed to be trained by them as well as the utilization of
teaching aids. { 3 ) The best appropriate time for training would be before the term break of the

school.
