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Abstract

This study sought opinions of school committee members in
regér‘d to factors believed to affect role performance of school
committees. Committees studied Werepthose of primary schools attached
to the Office of Mese Suai District Primary Education, Chiang Rai
Province. In the study process data were collected via the focus group
discussions technique. It involved a sample of 60 school committee
member's Collected data were subsequently analyzed and presented in a
descriptive form.

Findings were as follows:

Leading factors reportedly affecting committess’ effective
per-f‘or'manoe were individual members’ prior experience, educational

system understanding, positive attitude toward membership and



reinforcing forces sheping such attitude. However, prior experience
was found not to have been a determining factor in accepting membership.
Regarding supporting factors the following were identified: school
oomrﬁittee rules and regulations which required repeated efforts to
understand and appreciate them; a three—year membership period;
membership recruitment approaches which preferred those with available
time, economic well-being and social status of some sort; and school
success records which were conducive to prospective members’ deciding
to accept membership.

Finally, reinforcing factors such as significant others, other
agencies both within and beyond school attendance areas were found not

to have an impact upon their performence as school comittee members.
