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Abstract

This study was intended to seek opinions about and
recommendations for the improvement of student disciplinary affairs
administration of Mae Chan Welfare School, Chiang Rai Province.  Such
administration covered 6 areas of work, namely, planning; promotion
and development of student disciplines, moral standing and ethics;
correction of student undesirable behavior; dormitory arrangement;
democracy promotion and evaluation. Student body of the School
comprised children of various tribes in the area. Altogether, 176
teachers, members of student council and parents were asked to respond
to the checklist, multiplechoice and open-ended questiomaire.
Collected data were subsequently analyzed using percentage. Findings
were as follows:

| As regards planning respondents were of the opinion that they
should be accorded more opportunities to participate in the plaming

process and determining school rules and regulations.



As regards the second area of work they felt that those students
who chserved school rules and regulations should be publicly praised,
commerded and rewarded and that school teachers and student council
members should demonstrate exemplary behavior in this regard.

Regarding the third area it was recommended that whenever student
punishment was unavoidable, appropriate methods commensurate to student.
misbehavior be adpopted and the classroom, dormitory, advising and
guidance teachers be invited to jointly help tackle the problem.

As regards dormitory arrangement/menagement it was suggested
that students be encouraged to join hands in designing and organizing
various relevant activities under supervision of advising teachers,
and that opinion boxes be installed at variocus locations within the
school compourd.

As regards the evaluation area of work, it was recommended that
parents and surrounding community be accorded opportunities to expreés
their opinions about this particular school work, and that evaluation
and analysis results be taken into account for next year's operations.

In summary, it was viewed that success and failure of this work
depended on cooperation from all involved parties, namely, teachers,
student council members, students in gereral, school permanent
employees, parents and surrourding community. Furthermore, it was
recommended that parents be constantly informed of evaluation results
so that their informed opinions_ regarding these matters would contribute
greatly to the School disciplinary affairs administration as well as

its continuous improvement.
