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Abstract

This independent study was aimed to describe the state of
narcotic prevention administration of secondary schools in Thailand.
The sample consisted of 91 assistant directors who were assiﬁgned to
be in charge of narcotic prevention affair in the accademic year 2541.
The rating scale and open-ended type questionnair was used to collect
the proper data. Then, the collected data were analyzed by using
percentage, frequency, mean, and standard deviation.

Findings were as follows: narcotic prevention planning was
gererated according to an analysis on the superior organization policy.
The narcotic prevention plan was fully implemented with the
coordination of others concerned agencies. The operational units
consisted of the appointed persons, division of works, and line of
control. As regards the leading role of school principals, the policy
of superior organization wes seriously implemented. Several meetings
were set up and operational resources supports were provided. In
addition, bulletin boards and variety of narcotic prevention activities

were established.
