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Abstract

The purposes of this research were 1) to develop lesson plans that using portfolios
assessment 2) to study self-concept and learning progress of student assessed by portfolios and
3) to study their opinions concerning about portfolic assessment. The sampling was 25
Prathom Suksa 6 students in the first semester of academic year 1999 of Téssaban Wat Katekaram
School affiliated to the Tessaban Nakorn Chiang Mai, Chiapg Mai Province and were specificly
selected. Research instruments were 1) 19 lesson plans that using portfolio assessment that consisted
of Mathematics, Thai language, Life Experiences Area and Characteristic Area (Ans) for 57 periods,
each period lasted 20 minutes 2) pieces of products in students’ portfolios 3) self - concept test
4) an opinianaire on instruction that using portfolio assessment. The collected data were computed by
using means and t— test, then presented with graphs and descriptions.

The results were as follows :

1. The development of nineteen lesson plans that using portfolios assessment consisted of
5 lesson plans of Thai language for 15 periods, 6 lesson plans of Mathematics for 18 periods,
3 lesson plans of Life Experiences Area for9 periods and 5 lesson plans of Characteristic Area
(Arts) for 15 periods. Each plan comprised concept, behavioral objectives, learning activities that

focused on student — centered and teacher ‘s roles were guiding and asking questions to encourage



students to think and solve problems in lessons. The variety of media such as games, video cassettes
and authentic materials were used. The measurement and evaluation began with identifying the
objectives and type of the portfolio. When the student firstly handed in their products, those in Thai
language , Mathematics and Life Experiences Area were evaluated by rescarcher, whereas those in
Characteristic Area (Arts) were evaluated by students themselves. Then the students had the
opportunities to improve their products until satisfied and the teacher played the important role in
encouraging and inspiring the student in case of incompetency in solving their problems in tasks.
When their portfolios had completely done, they had to reflect their feelings on the product and
exhibited them.
2. After assessed by portfolios the students’ self-concept was statistically higher at the

significant level of .01.

3. Student assessed by portfolios have learning progress.

4. The students’ opinions about portfolio assessment was af agree level in léaning
activities that assessed by portfolios and advantages of use of portfolio assessment. They found that
the portfolio assessment made the lessons fun. The students cared for the improvement of their

products rather than the competition among peers and they increasingly felt proud of themselves.
