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Abstract

The purposes of the research were to compare creativity of Prathom Suksa 2
students' learning through neo-humanistic learning activities and traditional learning
activities in arts and to study the students’ opinion of neo - humanistic activities
regarding the teacher’s role, teaching and learning activities, organization of subject
- contents, time spent and evaluation in the first semester of 1999 academic year at
Measai kindergarten, Measai district, Chiang Rai Province. The subjects of 40 students
were divided equally into twogroups-the experiment and control group. The research
instruments were 12 arts study lesson plans employing neo-humanistic activities,
creative thinking test and students’ opinionairés.

The researcher organized the activities for the experiment group for 36 twenty-
minute periods. After implementation of 12 lesson plans both groups were tested for
their creative thinking. The t-test was used to compare the means score of creativity.
The experiment group, through the opinionaires, expressed their opinions of neo —~
humanistic learning activities. The data were analized by frequency of distribution and

percentage.



The findings were as follows :

1.

the students learning lessons through neo-humanistic activities had greater

creativity than those learning arts study lessons through traditional means significantly at the

level of .01

Students’ opinions concerning traditional neo-humanistic learning were as foliows:
2.1  The role of the teacher

All students indicated that the teacher encouraged them to participate in
teaching and learning activities
2.2 Organization of teaching and learning activities

Most students felt that they had freedom in thinking and doing activities
both inside and outside the classroom. Besides, teaching aids well attracted
students’ attention.
2.3 Subject Content

Most students agreed that games and tales of each lessons could help
develop students, personality, and kindness.
2.4 Teaching and learning atmosphere

Most students felt that the classroom was full of fun. They felt comfortable.
The time was suitably managd for the content.

2.5 Evaluation

Most students agreed that after learning arts through Humanistic activities,

their originality, fluency and elaboration in thinking increased.
