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Abstract

The purpose of this research was to study the teaching behaviors of
Mathematics in the secondary level of Dara Academy School. The population in this
reséarch included 10 mathematics teachers. The research instrument was the
Mathematics Teacher's teaching behavior observation form. Data were collected through
observation in actual classroom teaching from each teacher during the 5 periods of
teaching and which total 5.0' periods during the second semester of the 1998 academic
year. Data were analyzed by counting the frequency of each detailed behavior in each
teaching process and were presented in description and tables.

The result of the teaching behaviors following the 5 steps teaching procedure
could be summarized as follows:

In the rﬁotivation process, the teaching method used by most teachers before
the new subject matter was taught was the review of previous lessons while the |east'.used

method was supplementing basic knowledge already learmned.



in the presentation process, only few teachers .stated objectives of the lesson
before each new lesson. The teaching method mostly used by the teachers during the
presentation was explanation accompanied by asking and answering questions
individually and by the whole class. Demonstrative teaching with aids or materials was the
least used_technique. The techniques used by most teachers in each teaching period
was quesfionihg and giVing examples during explanation. Teaching aids in classroom
instruction was seldom used by the teachers.

In the summary process, the method mostly used by the teachers was through
summarization together with the students by ésking guiding answered by all students .

In the practice process, the method highly used by the teachers was letling
students work on their own to develop skills. The method used by a few teachers was .
having the students wbrk on practice books prepared by the teachers themselves.

In the evaluation process, the method mostly used in measuring the students'
ability was giving the students exercise in the books. A few teaclhers could evaluate

“students’ learning ability with in a period .
