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Abstract

The objective of this study was to evaluate the general curriculum of
Non-fermal education for the Juvenile Delinguents in the Observation and Protection
Center, Chiang Mai Province. The study covered context, initial input, procéss and
product based on CIPP Model. The subjects were 5 education administrators, 5
education section chiefs, 5 learning group facilitators, 59 Non-formal Education
learners, 8 graduated Non-formal Education learners and 23 Judges & associate
judges. Questionnaire and checklist of teaching observation were used for collecting
data, then analyzed by calculating of frequency distributions, percentages, means
and standard deviations. Tables of analyzed data were used for describing and
summarizing of study result which could be presented as follows :

Contextual analysis. It was found that objective of the Non-formal
Education curriculum were less compatible with paolicy, principles and obligations of
Non-formal Education principles and philosophy, i.e to emphasize thing and self
study progress.

Input analysis. Personal characters, role and obligations of learner as
prescribed in this curriculum was very suitable. Curriculum structure and subjects

areas, budget availability and setting up learning environment were very suitable.



However, availability of some input, especially learning materials and specialized
tutors were not enough.

Learning process. It was found that organizing of different sections for
the purpose of facilitation curriculum implementation was very suitable. Learning and
teaching management as well as learning evaluation were very suitable. The group
facilitators not only worked well in providing learning lessons, but also encouraged
learners to go on continucus learning which was accountable for building of life-long
learning habit of the learners.

Product analysis. It was found that education administrators and
education section chiefs accepted the Non-formal Education graduated learners as
persons who have knowledge, abilites and expected characters at high level.
However, it was accepted at medium level among group facilitators, Judges and
associated judges, Majority of them suggested that every graduated learners should
be better in terms of knowing his/her own roles and obligations, having knowledge,
skill and positive attitudes to society which could become a firm basis for living

peacefully in the existing social environment.
