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Abstract

The objective of this study was to investigate factors that effected the participation
in co - cummicular activities for democracy development of certificate of vocational education
students at Rajamangala Institute of Technotogy, Northem Campus, Chiang Mai Province.
A total of 311 subjects made-up the study sample. Among them, eight included the |
president of the student’s club, the heads of section, and the advisors of student’s club,
while 303 were certificate vocational education stddents who were systemmatically and
randomly selected. The instruments consisted of survey list and open-ended-guestionnaire,
the rating scale activities measurement form, and questionnaire for interviewing. The study
reports the analyzed data in percentages, interpretion of the leve! of measurement, and
description of the resuits,

The results were as follows ;

1, Overall, 89.11% of the respondents had had experiences in the Sports

Activity, 52.15% had joined in the Election of Student's Club President, 41.25% had joined



in the Khao Pansa's Candle Cere‘hony, and 8.25% had joined in the White School Project
Part 1.
2. The major factors which effected the respondents to join the co - curricular

activities for democracy development were :

1) the aims of the activities because they helped to create the harmony
between senior and junior students, '

2) the features of the activities because they provided an equal
opportunity for everyone to join, and

3) the respondents’ personal opinion, such as that the activities provided
an opportunity for cooperative work among the students.

The respondents also indicated that the activities provided them an opportunity
for cooperative work between the campus and the community. Furthermore,
the respondents pointed out that they becéme aware of the various campus activities
through the information posted on the bulletin board located at the campus main entrance.
3. The main factors which effected the respondents’ decision not to join the co -

curricular activities for democracy development were :

1) the aims of the activities were not clearly stated and not well promoted
to encourage students to join them,

2) there was no clear and precise instructions provided to all studenfs
outlining, as well as stressing the importance of joining them, and

3) the respondents’ own personal decision not to join either because they
had no time or they had other things to do. The respondents also indicated that the time in
which the various activities were scheduled Qvas inappropriate and the notification about

where and when the activities were to be held was ineffective.

Recommendations -

1. The information regarding the various co - curricular activities should be

disseminated to students well in édvance before the scheduled time and a variety of means
should be used to promote the activities. _

2. The time in which the various activities are scheduled should be adjusted, e.g.
the Election of the Student's Club President should be extended to provide opportunity to all
students Who want to vote, as well as, accommodate their different class schedules.

3. The process for conducting the various activities should be changed, e.g.
the White Schoo! Project Part 1 should include different kinds of games and provide students

with an opportunity for group-discussions.
