The independent study aimed at investigating the condition and problems
regarding operating procedures existing in pair supervision in schools under the Office of
Primary Education Samoeng District, Chiang Mai Province. The population in the study
consisted of 29 administrators, 202 teachers from 29 Samoeng elementary schools;
two of these schools are categorized as large schools while the other 14 and the
remaining 13 schools are categorized as medium and small schools respectiVer. A set
of questionnaire was applied for data gathering.
