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Abstract

The purposes of this research were to study knowledge and experiences concerhing
narcotics of Prathom Suksa 6 students from the population of 136 students in Tha Pha
school cluster, Mae Chaem District, Chiang Mai Province, in the first semester of 1999
Academic Year. The instruments used in this study included the test of knowledge and the
questionnaire concerning experiences relating to narcotics. The data were analyzed through
means, standard deviations, and percentages. The research resutts were as follows:

1. The level of overall knowledge concerning narcotics of the students studiéd was
found “less™ or below average by the Ministry of Education criteria.

2. As for the experience relating to narcotics, most students specified opiutﬁ, tobacco
and alcoholic drinks at most level, and the amphetamine for the next subsequent level. The
drugs which students had directly seen most included tobacco and some kind of alcoholic
drinks, and opium and amphetamine at the subsequent level. They found some people
smoke cigarettes and drink some alcoholic drinks at most level, and found some people take
opium and amphetamine at the lower next level. The students reported that different drugs
were used through different methods including; smoking cigarettes, drinking alcoholic drinks,
smoking opium by using pipes, inhaling evaporated vapor from amphetamine. Most students
never took drugs for the reasons of being afraid of their danger. As for some students who

had tried drugs the reason was their friends’ inducement. The drugs most used by some



students included tobacco and alcoholic drinks, and marijuana and amphetamine
respectively. They bought drugs frorﬁ the village whenever they wanted and took them 1-5
times outside schools. They quitted drug by themselves when they wanted. At the present
time there are some students who are taking drugs.

For those students who never took some drugs, most of them would refuse and avoid
trying drugs and those who took they would quit and warn others of their danger and kept
away from them. Seeing their friends taking narcotics, most students would warn them that
they should quit and encouraged them to be calm and patient and then quit narcotics by

themselves.
