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Abstract

The purpose of this study was to evaluate the project of short-course vocational training for
unemployed people at Chiang Mai Polytechnic College. The subjects used for studying and
researching consisted of three groups; four project administrators two teachers who taught the course
and twenty unemployed people who completed in Foods and Desserts Course on the project.
