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Abstract

The purposes of this researc;h were to study problems of and needs for
information services of the upper primary education students, Mae Top Nua Schoal,
Mae Sariang District, Mae Hong Son Province. The population consisted of 30 upper
primary education students who enrolled in the 2 nd semester _of 1999. A set of rating
scale questionnaires were employed as a tool to obtain data which had a reliability of
0.91. The data was analyzed by frequency, percentage, means and standard deviation.

The results were as follows:

1. Concerning problems in information services. The highest rated problems
were in career, education, and persoh/social aspects. '

2. Regarding the need for information services. The students highest needs
were in the following areas; final orientation, inviting people to provide knowledge, health

service, vocational corner in library and horme room.
