Abstract

This study was conducted in order to study the needs for counseling services of
the lower secondary education students at Maetha Prachasamakkhi School.'Lampang
Province. The sample population for the study consisted of 250 students. The study was
conducted by means of a set of questionnaires delineating their rating on a scale.

The reliability of the questionnaires was 0.89. Data collected were analyzed in order to
find out percentage, mean and standard deviation.
- The findings were as follows:

1. Most student respondents indicated that counseling services were
demanded in these three main areas: education, persenal adjustment and participation in
extra-curricular activities. On the other ha.nd. the following services were only moderately
demanded; implementation of school rules, plan for selecting occupations
in the future, énd personal problems.

2. The students prefered individua! counseling more than group counseling and
the counseling io be conducted by their friends. In addition they wanted to have a
counseling room where they can come to at any time and make an appointment for peer

counseling according to a timetable arranged by the schoal.
