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Abstract

The purpose of this research was to study the factors that
related to the graduate students’ comp.letion of curriculum
requirements in time and the delay in completing = curriculum
requirements, and to creste guidelines for accelerating graduate
students’ completion of the curriculum requirements at the Faculty of
Education, Chiang Mai University. The sample under this study
consisted of 144 graduate students, class of 2539 and 2540 who
graduated in 2541-2542 academic years. The data were collected by a
questionnaire comprising, rating scale, multiple choice and open-ended
questions. The data were then analyzed in terms of percentage,

frequency, mean and standard deviation.



Findings were as follows :

The factors that related to the graduate students’ completion
of curriculum requirements in time and the delay in completing
curriculum requirements, at the Faculty of Education, Chiang Mai
University, included students’ study behaviors, the close supervision
on the part of the instructors, advisors, and research supervisors
concerning students’ study plans and research.

Regarding the problems in studying at the graduate level in
Faculty of Education, Chiang Mai University, it was found that most
graduate students had too many tasks, had no time to do research, and
lacked of study plans, enthusiasm and responsbility. Morecver, the
students lacked of knowledge and understanding, in conceptual framework
of the research. The teaching methods bf the instructors were out of
date and did not catch up with the academic changing. Advisors and
research supervisors had too many tasks and were overloaded with so
many advisees that they had no time for individual consultation. The
academic resources were out of date. Textbboks, academic journals,
magazines and computers were not enough for the stﬁdents and out dated
too. The last problem was the proposal preparation, process was
unnecessaraly long, students did not get the needed cooperation from
the data sources, the students lacked of knowledge and expertise in
data analysis and interpretion. The suggested research format was not
clear, hard to follow, and complicated. The last problem was the
.discr'epancy between the guided research formats provided by Graduate

School and Faculty of Education.



Regarding the guidelines to accerelate graduate students’
completion of curriculum requirements, there are many considerations :

1. Students should carefully organize study plans and to
effecti\;ely manage the time and budgets.

2. Instructors should spare time for advising students after
- classes. They should stimulate and support the students in searching
for the potential research topic in appropriate time.

3. Advisors and research supervisors should have enough time
for students and consistanly met the students on appointment time.

4. Instructional management. should facilitate opinion exchange
between the instructors from other faculties or other departments.
Besides, the students should have part in the instructional management
by choosing the study program themselves, for example.

5. The library should provide update end adequate textbooks,
academic journals, magazines and computers for the students. The
personnel should make their services readily available and efficient.

6. The departments and research supervisors should organize a
seminar per semester in which the students could f‘incl issues for their
research.

7. The programs should have counseling services about data
analysis and interpretion and should include the SPSS program in the
curriculum. | -

8. Research formats shall be clear.
