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Abstract

The purposes of this research were to study the factors causing undesirable
behaviors in the opinion of Mathayom Suksa 3 students. The population consisted of
173 Mathayom Suksa 3 students in Educational Opportunity Expansion Schools under the
office of Wang-Nua District, Lampang Province. A set of rating scale questionnaires
were employed as a tool to obtain data. The reliability equaled 0.93. The data was
analyzed by means of frequency, percentage, means and standard deviatidn.

The findings of this study were as follows; 1) Factors causing undesirable
behaviors were family background, social background and educational background
in order of importance. 2) The factors effecting undesirable behaviors were as follows;
a) With regard to family background, parents do not understand the feelings and needs
of their children. b) Concerning social background, the students feel lonely and insecure.

c) Regarding educational background students were unable to understand their lessons.
