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Abstract

The purposes of this research aimed to study the State of Basic Computer fearning
and factors related to con_‘iputer learning of Prathom Suksa 5 students at Ban Nong Khio
School, Chiang Dao District, Chiang Mai Province. The sample included 31 Prathom Suksa
5/2 students purposively selected from the school in the first semester of 1998 academic
year, |

An interview farm for teacher and a class observation form were applied as the
research instruments in collecting data. The data abtained were classified and associated
ideas by descriptive analysis and presented in 'tables with descriptions.

The results of the research were as follows :

1. The state of basic computer leamning. The computer room was renewed and
decorated to equip with six sets micro computer, a bulletin board, concerming computer
information, student desks and chairs for 1-4 students to work with one single set of
computer. This room was financial supported by the governmental budget. The teacher who
was in charge of the computer room was kind, neat, and friendly. She conducted the class

by explaining and had students practice by working with computer keyboards. She also



encouraged students' peer teaching or working together with one computer set. The
computer packaged and the number of computers available were not enough as nespect to
the number of students in each class.

2. Factors related to Basic Computer leaming of students.

2.1 Thé teacher herself could help encourage or motivate students to put much
effort to computer learning. The factor related to the teacher included consideration,
friendliness, and learning activity management as well as cooperation in small groups.

2.2 The students themselves included individual capabilities, and cooperations
among groups of students.

2.3 The number of computers. There were 0o few computers for students which
affected practical skills.

24 Curriculum planning which assiggned a 50 minute-period per week for a

computer class was not enough for practicing computers skill.
