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Abstract

The purpose of this study was to survey the roles of the guidance teachers as expected
by Mathayom Suksa 3 students in educational epportunity expansion school under the office of
Hang Dongl District primary education Chiang Mai Province. The survey population consisted of
190 students who studied in the second semester of the 1299 academic year. The information
was collected by means of a questionnaire. The data was analyzed by percentage, mean and
standard deviation in SPSS for Windows, and had a reliability of 0.93.

The results of this study were as follow: It was found that siudents expected the roles
of guidance teachers a-t a high Ievel. The students expected advice form the guidance teachers on
suitable behavior. The guidance service staff should co-operate with each other more effectively.
There should be more post advice follow-up and evaluation. Students also saw the need for more

staff training programs.
