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Abstract

The purposes of the study were to examine roles of parents and relevance variables
conducive to pfeparing their teenagers for sex related problems. The samples group were parents of
Mathayom Suksa 1-6 students enrolled in the 1998 school year under a General Education
Department and a office of the Private Education Commission area of Chiang Mai.

Data were collected through four sets of interview concerning demographic data, sexual
attitudes, sex education information , the roles of parents and relevance variables conducive
to preparing their teenagers for sex related problems. Statistical techniques were. implemented using
SPSS for WINDOWS program for arithmetic mean, standard deviation contingency and chi — square
test were carried out . Predictors were analyzed by stepwise multiple regression technique.

The results of the study revealed that :

1. Roles of parents in conveying self — esteem and promoting family relation were high.
Roles in the area of training skills for avoiding sex drive, having safe sex and dealing with situational
crisis were at medium level. Roles in conveying knowledge concerning sexual development receiving

sexual information from mass media and peer groups were at low level.



2. There were significant correlation among sex,age,income,education knowledge in sex
education of parents and sex of teenagers with parents’ roles in preparing their teenagers for sex
related problems.

3. There were no significant difference between the parents’ role in single and couple
family.

4. The predicting factors to the parents’ roles were sex, age of the parents, education, sex

of teenagers, attitude toward sexual intercourse and knowledge in sex education.
