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Abstract

The purposes of this research were to study the types of written feedback
students gave to their peers' writing, students' utilization of peer feedback, revision process
and qualities of students' revised writing. The sample comprised nine Mathayom Suksa
5/5 students in the Language-Arts Program who took a reading-writing course in the second
semester of the 1999 academic year at Chiangmai Uniyersity Demonstration School, Muang
District, Chiangmal.

The research instrument consisted of three Ieséon plans of process writing
instruction and peer review activities, the researcher’s field notes, oral interviews, writing
analysis, and writing criteria. The data were analyzed by means of frequency, percentage,
and mean. The findings were presented in a descriptive form.

The findings were as follows:

1. The most frequent type of feedback given on the first drafts was praise for
being inte‘resting, exciting, and easily understood stories. The type of feedback given most
frequently oﬁ the second draft was the correction of grammatical mistakes.

2. Students used their own ideas rather than feedback from their peers in revising

the content the first draft of each writing. However, students used peers’ feedback more



than their own ideas in correcting grammatical mistakes of the second draft to get the finai
draft. |

3. The revision method students used most in revising the second and final draft
was substitution at the linguistic level of word. The most common function of revision in
writing the second draft was informational function, The most common function of revision in
writing the final draft was grammatical function.

4. The quality of the final drafts of the three writings were higher than those of the

first drafts and second drafts.
