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Abstract

The study aimed to follow up the Extensive Supplementary Project related to self
employment: A case study of native chicken farming Ban Doi Dan Lamphun, AD. 1999. The data
wese collected from 22 people. The researcher had thoroughly studied and analysed the data.

The summary of the study and analysis wese as follows.

1. General information concerning the people conducting the native chicken farms:
Almost all of the people were between 41-45 years of age with 3-4 members in each family. They
had primary education background and lived on farming. The average income was 2,000-4,000 bath
a month.

2. The information concerning the Extensive Supplementary Project—the activity of
conducting the native chicken farms: Because of the community’s appropriate environment as well
as the small amount of money used in investment {lower than 500 bath), the people and their families
were able to live on this supplementary income.

3. Problem and suggestion concemning the Extensive Supplementary Project: The people
conducting the native chicken farms called for a continuous supplement and there should have been

a place where the products might have been sold with a guaranteed price.
