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Abstract

The purposes of this research were to study AIDS - related ,kuowiedge and
‘understanding, and attitundes téward AIDS patients of those undergoing HIV testing and the
correlation between AIDS —related knowledge understanding, _a.nd attitndes toward AIDS
patients of those undergoing HIV testing at McCormick hospital, Chiang Mai province.

The samﬁ]e consisted -of 1_54 of those undergoing HIV testing at McCormick hospital,
Chiang Mai province. The instrument of this stidy was a questionnaire on AIDS knowledge
and understanding, and attitudes toward AIDS patients. The collected data were analyzed by
using frequencies, percentages, mean, standard deviation, and Pearson’s Product Moment
Correlation.

The results of this study were as follows: the knowledge and understanding of AIDS
patients of those undergoing HIV testing was found at a high level, the attitudes toward
AIDS patients was found to be positive and there was a positively 31gn1ﬁcance correlatlon of
r=0. 853 with a s1gmﬁcance at 01 between AIDS - related knowledge and uuderstandmg, and

attltudes toward of those undergomg HIV testing.
