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Abstract

This research was to investigate needs for counseling services of the first — year
students residing in Chiang Mai University’s dormitories. The sample consisted of 346
students, selected through stratified random sampling technique. The data were collected
using questionnaire delineating their rating scale. Data were analyzed using frequency,
percentage, mean and standard deviation.

The research revealed that the first — year students, who residing in Chiang Mai
University dormitories, require 2 consulting services in high level, First, life in dormitories
and second, dialy life. Beside this, they require consulting service in middle level about

personal affair.
