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Abstract

This research were aimed to analyze and use folkplays for development aesthetic quality,
and to study students’ aesthetic quality before and after using folkplays. The samples used in
this research included 39 Prathom Suksa 3 students during the first semester of 2000 Academic
Year at Wat Khachao school, Muang Chiang Mal district primary education office, Chiang Mai
province. They were selected through cluster sampling. The instruments used in this research
were 20 sets of activities designed for development of Prathom Suksa 3 students through
folkplays and a 20-item test for measuring aesthetic quality. The collected data were analyzed
by computing means, standard deviation and t-test.

The findings of this research were as follows:

i. Twenty sets of activities designed to develop aesthetic quality through folkplays
included the beauty component as relevant to the aesthetic principles namely; absoluteness,
symmetry, and unity.

2. The aesthetic quality mean scores of Prathom Suksa 3 studenis after participating
in the folkplays activities was higher than the mean before participating in the acﬁvities at the

.05 level of significance.
