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Abstract

The purposes of this research were 10 study the application of Buddghadhamma
principles in the administration of Chiang Mai Municipality Schools. This was done by
studying the teachers' opinions in Chiang Mai Municipality Schools about using the
Brahmavihara 4 ( the four sublime states of mind Metfa : friendliness, Karuri@ : compassion,
MudifZ : sympathetic joy, Upekkha : equanimity } in the administration of their schools and
comparing the results among the various sizes of schools. The sample population was 136
teachers from 11 schools in  Chiang Mai Municipality during the academic year of 1999.
The treatments were in the form of questionnaires about general attitudes and
administration methods using the Brahmavihara 4. The scores were statistically analyzed.
The obtained data were also analyzed by t — test.

The findings of this research were as followings: the administrators often used
three of four (Metta, Karuna and Mudifa) of Brahmavihara 4 to administrate while they
used the remaining one (Upekkha) very little. In comparison among the teachers' opinions
from the various sizes of schools concerning Branmavitiara 4 of their administrators were

found to be not different.
