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Abstract

The purpose of this investigation was to evaluate children's home program
at Doi Wiengpha Ban Phaya Kong School attached to the Office of Mae Suai District
Primary Education, Chiang Rai Province. Population under study comprised 138
teachers, educational supervisors, parents and students who attended the
forementioned school during the 1999 academic year. Instrument used was
checklist and open ended questionnaire with items covering the evaluation process.
Collected data were then analyzed through the application of percentage.

The results of the evaluation concerning the context, the input, the process
.an.d the product were found to be performed in every aspect with regard to the
children’s home program. The followings were details of performance by the
scho-oi : set objectives and gave information on children’s home program to related
personnel ; buildings and grounds for agriculture were prepared; task
specifications for personnel were established; activities for daily exercises,
vegetable planting and animal raising were arranged; orientation for students and
parents was arranged; let students make their own plan for activities and for rule
and regulation in governing themselves ; and students could use experienées and
knowledge gained from school in their daily life.
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
