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Abstract

This study investigated parental involvement and its problems including
recommendations for that involvement in pre — primary education management of schools
attached to the Office of Chiang Khong District Primary Education, Chiang Rai Province.
The sample under study comprised 177 parents of pre — primary education students in
schools affiliated to the forementioned office. Thé instrument used was checklist
questionnaire. Whereupon, the collected data were analyzed through the applications of
frequency and percentage.

The findings of the above investigation were as follows :

With regard to activity and experience provided, most parents participated in
teaching and learning situations both in and out of class and involved with school in
children nurturance and development. Only few parents were able to give a helping hand
as guest lecturers. As for environment aspect, most parents participated in and out of class
activities in this aspect together with providing materials and learning aids by fund
donation. With respect to cooperation and relation between school and parents ; most
parents communicated directly with persons involved, gave a helping hand in school
management, promoted school activities and obtained various services from school.

Regarding student services, nearly all parents participated in activities concerning student



safety, student health and student food program. In addition, most problems were causes
from parents® unavailability because they had no time and had to go to work, had
insufficient knowledge and ability, and their families were poor. Lastly, as for
recommendations, school should let classroom teachers meet with patents and discuss with
them about their children’s problems and exchanging ideas and experiences with each
other regularly. Also, school should offer trainings and meetings for parents with respect
to involvement in pre — primary education management. Moreover, school should relay
clear - cut information to parents by various means periodically and should arrange

activities that give parents opportunity for more participation,
