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Abstract

This independent study investigated perception concerning
internal educational quality assurance of Chiang Mai Province’s San
Sai District Primary Education school teachers and administrators.
Sample under study comprised 41 school administrators and 200 teachers
who were on active duty at schools in the forementioned district
during the 2000 academic year. Instrument used was rating scale and
open—ended questionnaire v&ith items covering essential of the topic.
Collected data were then analyzed through the applications of frequency
and percentage.

The findings related to the sample’s perception and understanding
were summarized as follows: school administrators perceived and

understood basic knowledge with regard to curriculum in each educational



level; organization of surroundings and instructional climate helped
promoting happy and successful learners; learned of educational
development movement; arranged integrative learning activities;
organized school action plan along with evaluations of  school
administration standard and instructicnal standard. As for teachers,
they perceived and understood in the aspects of organizing instruction
with emphasis on morality, ethic and good character; guideline in
arranging activities suitable to students; and application of

evaluation results for work improvement.
