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Abstract

This study investigated educational management of schoois participating and not
participating in educational reform project under the Office of Ban Hong District Primary
Education, Lamphun Province. Population and sample under study comprised 220
school administrators and teachers from the forementioned schools during the 1999
academic year. Instrument used was checklist and open ended questionnaire with items
cavering concepts relating to education management, learning and teaching situations,
and measurement and evaluation. Whereupon, the coliected data were analyzed through
the applications of frequency and percentage.

The findings were as follows:

Most school  administrators  and teachers from schools participating in
educational reform project revealed that school administrators did perform the followings:
set aim for what good teacher is, obtained necessary materials for use in schools’ work
development, provided good environment suitable for learning and teaching activities,

participated with teachers in evaluating school work performance for use in strategy



planning, arranged activities for school development with community, encouraged
students to be enthusiastic in seeking knowledge by themselves, made use of
measurement and evaluation results in improving student quality regularly, followed up
and helped low learning achievers. As for schools that did not participate in educational
reform project, most respondents expressed that school administrators and teachers did
perform their tasks similar to those who were in the participating schoois. in contrast, most
respondents indicated that the nonperforming activities according to the concept of
educational reform were the use of televised satellite and videotape for learning and

pleasure, and the use of language, science and computer laboratories for learning.
