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Abstract

The purpose of this research was to study the attitudes towards required English
courses of the Fine Arts Faculty studesnts, Chiang Mai University, who were studying in the
second semester of the 1999 academic year. The sample consisted of 217 students. The
study instrument was a rating scale questionnaire. The reliability was 0.77 by Cronbach's
Alpha Coefficient. The data were analyzed by using frequency, means, percentage,
standard deviation and t-test.

The results of study found that the attitude towards required English courses such
as : the attitude towards the use of English in artish study and the attitude towards the
content of basic required English courses were in the good level and the instructors of these
courses were in fair level. |

There was no significantly difference in attitude between male and female student
in every dimension.

We found that for needed, problem and suggestion, the student would like to study
English which is related to art and the instructors should be concerned about individual

different during teaching process.
