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Abstract

This study investigated canteen management. of Yaparaj Wittayalai
School. The sample under study comprised 170 lower and upper  secondary
education students equally and 130 teachers. The instrument used was
rating scale and open-ended questionnaire with items relating to the
topic. Whereupon, the collected data were analyzed through the
applications of frequency and percentage.

The findings were summarized as follows:

Most teachers and students agreed that the canteen was clean
and rneat with appropriate setting. Food prices were appropriately set
with regard to food quantity and dishes/utensils were cleaned. The
use of property demage card and steps in buying foods helped students
in cultivating good habit. A time frame of 6:30 a.m. to 15:00 p.m.
was suitably established for opening and closing the canteen. Tables
and chairs in the canteen were in good condition and being maintained
regularly. Canteen’s regulation board showed clear-cut-steps for its
‘services. Also, billboards in the canteen helped students to have

knowledge in nutrition with practical application.
