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Abstract

This study investigated teachers’ opinions concerning bui ldings
and grounds menagement of Hopra School, Chiang Mai Province.
Population under study comprised 103 teachers who were in active duty
at the forementioned school during the 1999 academic year. Instrument
used was checklist and open ended questiommaire with Iitems covering
essentials from the topic. Collected data were then analyzed through
the application of percentage.

According to opinions of most teachers, the findings revealed
that the administrative section did perform buildings and grounds
works at the above mentioned school as follows: set up school’s policy
corresponding to the Department of General Education’s policy with
respect to appointing personnel  responsible  for buildings’
maintenance; maintained classrooms and restrooms in good condition;
. and arranged pleasant school grounds. In contrast, some teachers
expressed that edministrative section did not perform or uncertain of
the performance, i.e., systematic evaluation of classrooms and school’s

ground maintenance, and given clear directions for restroom use.
