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Abstract

The purposes for conducting this study were to survey problems and difficulties concerning
the management of learning and teaching activities emphasizing “leamer-centered”, and to explore
guidelines for managing these activities at Srithana Commercial Technology Chiang Mai. The
subjects used in this study were all 5school administrators, and all 110 teachers. Furthermore, a
mumber of 395 students were stratifying randomized at 95% of confident level. The instruments used
in study were a constructed interview and a ratiﬁg scale questionnaire. Data were analyzed through
uses of percentage, mean and standard deviation. The results were reported in descriptive style and
supplementary tables.

The results of this study were concluded as follows:

1. As for the problems or difficulties of management of activity using learner-centered
teaching method, it was found that the teachers were not be able to do a;s good as it was expected.
The reasons were that the teachers were responsible in many functions, a lot of documents had to be
submitted, and lacking of textbooks. Teachers rated the problem of school’s support of teaching and
learning at low level, meaning that they likely did not have much problem. The problems of
classroom environment, facilities in classroom, and the defrayal of budget for producing teaching
aids, were rated at medium levels.

As a whole, the management’s problem of teaching and learning activities were rated at

medium level. However, students’ readiness for acquiring information by themselves was rated as a



problem at high level. Teachers rated the problem concemning teaching aids at medium level and
rated their knowledge and skill and the time of producing the aids as high level. Moreover, on the
aspect of measurement and evaluation, they had problem with the number of tests that were too many
and the test items were to test basing on every learning objective. Consequently, the time for learning
and teaching was consumed by the test.

2. Suggestions and guidelines for managing the activities were conciuded:

Suggestions provided by the administrators were a) academic document or academic center
should be constructed, b) textbooks, journals, magazines, and the likes should be purchased, and c)
teaching aids, teaching supplies and teaching media should be provided, especially the materials for
producing teaching aids.

From the point of teachers’ view, the suggestions were as follows: a) there should be an
improvement of teaching and learning activities by promoting student to have chance for
participating, b) job sheets should emphasize on students’ ability of acquiring knowledge by
themselves, including be éppropriate with learning condition and subject content, and ¢) a variety of
methods for measuring and evaluating students” learning should be employed.

Students also recommended that school should prepare students to be ready for learning as
the followings. Students should be informed the knowledge of this type of leamning. They should be
taught the methods of learning through use of information bulletin board, consisting of knowledge
resources and the searching methods in library and from the internet. Finally, students should be

promoied to evaluate and improve themselves.
