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Abstract

The study was to survey the needs for furthering education of Mathayom Suksa 3
students in Lamphun Munical Schools for educational opportunity expansion. The population
comprised 94 students. Data were collected by a rating scale questionnaire whose reliability was
0.93. The collected data were analyzed to derive percentage, means, and standard deviation. It
was found that most students needed to further education in arts and language program, followed -
by cémmerce, and business administration programs. The students needs for the school’s
assistance were rated at high level for information concerning furthering education, scholarship,

counseling, and entrance examination preparation, in ranking order of needs.
