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Abstract

The purpose of this research was Effect of Using Group Activities on Adjusting
Aggressive Behavior of Juveniles in the Observation and Protectien Centre, Chiang Mai
Province. The sample comprised 14 subjects drawn randomly from who were on 50th
percentile rank and up on aggression scores.
