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Abstract

The purpose of this study was to examine the level and the causes of Anxiety towards

the New System of University Entrance Examinations of Students in Muang District,

Chiang Mai province, based on sex, school, and grade point average. The sample consisted of

484 students of Mathayom Suksa 6 at Yuparachwittayalai school, Kawilawittayalai school,

Montfort College, Prince Royal’s College and Chiang Mai University Demonstration school

in the first semester of the 2000 academic year. The data related to the level of anxiety were

collected through Spilberger (1983) and the data reflecting causes of anxiety the four aspects

of, namely learning-teaching system of their school, the system/conditions of the Entrance

Examination, the student’s preparation and others, were collected through a set of

questionnaires. The data were analyzed by means of frequency, percentage, means, standard

deviation, t-test, One way ANOVA and Least Square Difference (LSD) test.

The research findings were summerized as follows :

1. The level of Anxiety toward the New System of University Entrance

Examinations and general anxiety was high.

2. The male students and the female students were found to have no differences in

the level of their anxiety toward the New System of University Entrance Examinations.

However the male students reported the general anxiety at a higher than the female students

at the statistic significance of .01. Each of schools comparing was found the students in



Yuparachwittayalai school reported of a differences level of anxiety toward the New System
of University Entrance Examinations from that of students of Kawilawittayalai school and at
Chiang Mai University Demonstration school at the level of statistic of .05. It was also found
Yuparachwittayalai school students reported a differences level of general anxiety than that of
in Montfort College, Kawilawittayalai school and Chian g Mai University Demonstration
schoo), at the statistic significance level of .01. For students with differences grade point
average levels showed no differences in the anxiety level toward the New System of
University Entrance Examinations and general anxiety,

3. Swdents were found to have a rate between mediam to high level of anxiety
toward the New System of University Entrance Examinations due to other causes. For namely
learning-teaching system of their school, the system/conditions of the Entrance Examinations,

the student's preparation were found to have a mediam level.
