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Abstract

The stady’s purpose was to research the characteristics and the readiness of self-directed
leamning of Mathayom Suksa 2 students at Sacred Heart College, Chiang Mai. The sample group
was composed of 264 students who studied in the first semester of 2000. The data were collected
through the use of rating scale questionnaires developed by Narin Boonchoo who adapted it from
Gugliemino’s SDLRS (Self-Directed Learning Readiness Scale) Form A. The frequency,
percentage, means and standard deviations were used to analyze the data.

The results were as follows: The Sacred Heart College stadents had self-directed Iearning
characteristics at a high level in 6 areas; openness to learning opportunities, self-concept as an
effective learner, acceptance of responsibility for one’s own learning, love of learning , positive
orientation of future and ability to use basic study and problem-solving skills, The students had
initiative and independence in learning and creativity at 2 medium level. The Sacred Heart
College students were ready for self-directed learming process.
