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Abstract

The purpose of the research was to examine the level and the factors
that influence on stress of nurses working at inpatient department, Suanprung
Psychiatric Hospital, Chiang Mai Province. The population was 127 nurses. The
data was collected through the use of rating scale questionaires. The reliability
by Cronbach's Alpha Coefficient was 0.96. The data was analyzed by frequency,
percentage, mean, standard deviation, analysis of variance and the Schefffe's
test.

The resuits was as follows :

1. The nurse had particularly stress at moderate level.

2. The comparison of nurses stress separated by sex, age, experience,
education, job position, department, sex of the patients and level of salary found
that there was no significant difference.

3. The comparison of nurses stress separated by marital status was found
that the nurses who had separated marital status felt more stress than single,
divorced or married. The significant different was at the level of .01. That's
means stress of nurses working at inpatient department, Suanprung Psychiatric

Hospital, Chiang Mai Province depend on marital status.
