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Abstract

This study aimed at the problems and needs concering guidance services
of Prathom Suksa 6 students at Wat Kate School Group, Chiang Mai Municipality.
The sampling population compriséd of 140 Prathom Suksa 6 upper primary education
students who enrolled in the 1% semester, 2000 academic year. A set of rating scale
questionnaires were employed as a tool to abtain data which had a reliability of 0.89.
The data was analyzed by freguency, percentage, means and standard deviation.

The results ware as follows:

1. The overall problems concerning guidance service were at middle level.
However, the priority of the problems are information service, placement service and
counseting service ‘respectivety.

2. The overall needs concerning guidance service were at the high level.
The priority of needs are information service, counseling service and placement service

respectivety.
